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I worked at the Paramount Theatre the summer of 1963 as    
the concessions girl.  I was lucky to get a job of any kind,   
especially when it was common knowledge that many of        
us would quit when school started again in the fall.  The    
Paramount was a great place to work since it was the nicest 
theater in town and the place where a lot of kids would go for 
“date night” or to just hang out.  So, I not only got to see a lot 
of people I knew, I also got paid to stand there and sell candy.  
I was trained by one of the other “candy girls” on how to work 
the concession area.  It wasn’t too hard to figure out how to 
make change and how to stock the candy display.  She showed 
me how to make the popcorn and, more importantly, how to 
clean the machine at the end of the night.  It took quite a while 
to go through the cleaning process, but she assured me Karl 
Lindsteadt could spot a grease mark from across the lobby so it 
was very important to get it right.  She couldn’t stress that 
enough. 
 

In those days, I didn’t drive to work.  My dad would pick me 
up about 10:00 p.m., after the intermission of the second show 
and after I had cleaned up, especially that popcorn machine.  
Sometimes, if we had had a busy night, I would be scrubbing 
down until 10:30 or more.  I even remember a time or two 
when my dad would actually walk in to see what was going on 
and what was taking me so long.  There couldn’t have been 
anything more humiliating than to have your own father check 
up on you when you were working with your peers who either 
drove themselves or walked home.  So I tried at all costs to 
avoid that scene.  
 

One night we had an unusually small crowd for the late show.  
In fact, I think I sold one bag of popcorn and a couple boxes of 
candy before the movie began.  It seemed silly to stand around 
until after intermission to begin my clean-up since the crowd 
was so small, so I made what I thought was a brilliant, albeit 
adolescent, decision.  I decided I’d get a jump start on that 
popcorn machine.  I was so pleased with myself.  That machine 
was sparkling when I was done!  That is, until intermission.  
About fifteen people came from the theater to buy something 
from the concessions; and, you might know, they all wanted a 
bag of popcorn.  The problem was not only that I had just  
meticulously cleaned the machine, but it also took about five to 
ten minutes to heat up and produce freshly popped popcorn. 
 

I’ll never forget the unhappy customers and their rightful com-
plaints.  Even one of the ushers intervened.  So I cranked up 
that popcorn machine and made popcorn.  Since the movie 
would have started up by that time, I ran around the theater in 
the dark delivering bags to those who had purchased.  Of 
course, by the time I was done doing that, my clean-up ran me 
to nearly 11:00 while my dad stood by patiently jiggling his car 
keys.  To make the ending even more perfect, the next time I 
was working, Mr. Lindsteadt gave me a polite, but justified, 
lecture on my clean-up that night!

With each of her releases she has tapped into 
a need that many of us didn’t even realize we had - that of simply being comforted the way we were as 
children.”
